CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Commissioner Bob Dallari called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. and welcomed Board
members and guests; he asked that members refrain from using cell phones, text
messaging and/or email during the meeting. Commissioner Daisy Lynum led the Pledge of
Allegiance.

CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chairman Dallari recognized Commissioner Lynum who is retiring from public service and
thanked her for her many years of service to the Board and region. He noted that Mayor
Land has also retired from public service and plans will be made to honor him at a later
date. Commissioner Dallari noted that today’s agenda will focus on two important items:

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S ANNOUNCEMENTS

Mr. Harry Barley reported on photos of recent activities and community outreach events
and acknowledged the following Alternates: Commissioner Samuel Ings for Mayor Buddy
Dyer; Mr. Tom O’Hanlon for Mr. Carnot Evans; and Ms. Mary Schoelzel for Secretary
Downs.

Florida Partnership), Mr. Mark Brewer (Central Florida Foundation); Dr. Dee Allsop (Heart
& Mind Strategies) and Mr. Marc Clinch (OCPS). Mayor Joe Kilsheimer (City of Apopka) was
welcomed to the Board. Mr. Barley also made the following announcements: Grand
Opening of SunRail ceremonies (4/30/14) and start-up service (05/01/14); Selection of |-4
Ultimate Project Proposer |-4 Mobility Partners was selected and led by Skansa
Infrastructure Development; more information was provided in the full agenda packet;
Legislative session ended (05/02/14), a summary of the report was provided at the
meeting and Mr. Peebles and Mr. Smith will provide a complete report next month;
Additional funds from FDOT ($10 million) for several design projects in the region, and the
funding changes are subject to Board approval of the TIP Amendments on (06/11/14);
MetroPlan Orlando received 2 IMAGE awards from the Florida Public Relations Association
for our Annual Report and the Community Conversations/public outreach. Ms. Horne
(staff) announced Orange County Public Schools as the 2014 Central Florida Clean Air
Award winner; and acknowledged Mr. Clinch (OCPS Facilities Program Director). In
addition, Get Ready Central Florida (Orange County) and Valencia College Climate Action
Commitment was recognized as Honorary winners. Presentations of awards will be
scheduled at a later date.

CONFIRMATION OF QUORUM

Ms. Lena Tolliver confirmed a quorum of 12 voting members present. Also present were 6
advisors; and the meeting having been duly convened was ready to proceed with business.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC); Mr. Steve Noto reported that the BPAC
met on April 23, 2014 and approved the FDOT TIP Amendment request as presented on
today’s agenda. The Committee also reviewed applications for new pedestrian and bicycle
projects from Casselberry, Kissimmee, Orlando, Osceola County and Orange County.

Municipal Advisory Committee (MAC); Commissioner Durso reported that the MAC met on
May 1, 2014 and approved the FDOT TIP Amendment request as presented on today’s
agenda. A status report on the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan highway and transit
cost feasible plan was also provided; he further noted that the MAC expressed a great deal
of concern with the transit component of the proposed 2040 LRTP.

Transportation Technical Committee (TTC); Mr. Charles Ramdatt reported that the TTC
met on April 25, 2014 and approved the FDOT TIP Amendment request as presented on
today’s agenda.

Citizens’ Advisory Committee (CAC); In the absence of Mr. Carnot Evans, Mr. Tom
O’Hanlon reported that the CAC met on April 23, 2014 and approved the FDOT TIP
Amendment request as presented on today’s agenda. Members discussed the cost feasible
projects in the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan and members expressed concern that
a regional, dedicated funding source is needed to improve bus and rail systems.

PUBLIC COMMENTS ON ACTION ITEMS

Ms. Cheryl Stone expressed concern with the Medicaid Managed Care transportation
component and the problems associated with dismantling the coordinated system. Mayor
Schieferdecker expressed the need for an improved SunRail feeder bus service in
Maitland; Mr. Chuck Graham expressed the importance of dedicated funding for transit;
and suggested that toll revenue be used to fund transit; and suggested that the disabled
community be the responsible entity for enforcing disabled parking violations and also be
the recipient of the any revenue generated from enforcement. Commissioner Edwards
expressed the importance of Mayor Schieferdecker’s concerns and asked the Board to
consider exploring some options to address the City of Maitland’s concerns. Chairman
Dallari stated that he would address the concern later on the agenda.

The minutes of the April 9, 2014 Board meeting were provided.

B. Approval of March 2014 Monthly Financial Report and Acknowledgement of April
2014 Travel

The preliminary monthly financial report for the period ending March 31, 2014 was
provided for approval. Acknowledgment was also requested of travels outside our
region during the month of April 2014, which was also provided.

C. Acceptance of Annual Certification Review Report
An annual certification review was conducted of MetroPlan Orlando to ensure that all

federal and state policies and procedures are being followed, along with calling
attention to best practices. Maintaining our federal and state certifications is one of
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the organization’s annual goals. Representatives of the U.S. Department of
Transportation conduct this certification every four years, and the last one done by
our federal partners was in 2010. The review in intervening years is conducted with
representatives from the Florida Department of Transportation. This year’s
certification review was conducted on March 7, 2014. MetroPlan Orlando was found to
be in full compliance. Documentation from this review was provided. An action by
the Board documenting acceptance of this report was requested.

D. Approval of the Final Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) for FY2014/2015 and
FY2015/2016 and Resolution No. 14-08

Approval was requested of the Final FY 2014/2015 and FY 2015/2016 Unified Planning
Work Program and budget, including resolution No. 14-08, with authorization for the
Executive Director to execute the appropriate federal authorizations and assurances
and submit and execute grant applications for transit planning funds, Transportation
Disadvantaged Trust funds, Federal Highway Administration funds, local agency
program agreements and contract awards and to execute the grant contracts and
agreements when awarded. In addition, approval of the line item budget and transfer
of line item funds within a UPWP task was requested along with authorization to
advertise for budgeted contractual/consulting services and authorization for the
Executive Director to sign and execute regular billings for costs incurred against
Unified Planning Work Program task elements on behalf of MetroPlan Orlando.

The draft UPWP was submitted to FDOT, FHWA, and FTA following approval by the
Board on March 12, 2014.  Comments were received on April 15" and addressed as
necessary. A summary of changes to the UPWP along with FDOT, FHWA, and FTA
comments and responses, were provided.

Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). The presentation focused on the highway and
transit Cost Feasible Plan. An information packet was provided in members’
supplemental folders.

In reference to transit priorities and LYNX existing non-fixed route services being
called “premium services”, Mr. Tom Hanlon stated that the terminology of “premium
services” may be misleading, and suggested changing the word to better describe the
services; “enhanced services” was suggested as an option. Discussion ensued.

Commissioner Durso and Commissioner Quinones had to leave the meeting.

OTHER BUSINESS

A. Results of Market Research: “Understanding the Values and Priorities of Central
Floridians”

Mr. Mark Brewer, President of the Central Florida Foundation, provided background
information on the project and introduced the principal researcher, Dr. Dee Allsop.
The project was undertaken by the Central Florida Partnership in cooperation with the
Central Florida Foundation, MetroPlan Orlando and the region’s transportation
agencies. Dr. Allsop reviewed an abbreviated presentation to the MetroPlan Orlando
Board with an emphasis on the transportation-related findings and results of the study.
He noted that the research identified regional transportation as an important factor
and that respondents also showed that quality of life was also important to them.
Members discussed the need to shift the focus of roadways and transit enhancement
discussions more towards addressing concerns relative to quality of life options that
may impact the region. Members also expressed the importance of effective story
telling when conveying plans to the public. Both Dr. Allsop and Mr. Jacob Stuart
invited members to attend the Regional Leadership Conference scheduled for June 19,
2014 from 8:00-11:30 a.m. at the Hyatt Regency Hotel at Orlando International Airport
for the formal roll-out of the research results. An electronic invitation was also sent to
all Board members. Commissioner Brummer requested a copy of the presentation,
and asked if the data would be available on the MetroPlan website. Dr. Allsop stated
that the complete research would be available to the public on June 19*. Mr. Barley
stated that board members and the public are invited to stay for a continued informal
discussion with Dr. Allsop immediately following today’s Board meeting. Members
discussed safety and security perceptions and the impact of the media.

Commissioner Edwards had to leave during the presentation.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

As a follow-up to Mayor Schieferdecker’s public comments on the need for an improved
SunRail feeder bus service in Maitland, Chairman Dallari requested that staff request
feeder bus service plans and a financial report from LYNX, FDOT and SunRail as a status
report on the new SunRail service. It was requested that the status report include:
existing ridership needs/future ridership needs; feeder bus service schedules, cost and
length of service; station parking both personal and vans. Chairman Dallari asked that the
report be provided at the June 11th Board meeting.

As a follow-up to Commissioner Edwards’ (who had to leave the meeting) request during
public comments, Mr. Barley stated that he would be providing more information to
Commissioner Edwards’ on the topic of the bus feeder service supporting SunRail. He

WHEREAS, a primary responsibility of MetroPlan Orlando, as the MPO, is the development
and adoption of a Long Range Transportation Plan for the Orlando and Kissimmee Urbanized Areas,
which shall supersede all previous long range transportation plans, that shall be multi-modal in
scope and shall consider the transportation improvement needs of the area as well as identifying
what is financially feasible to accomplish; and

WHEREAS, MetroPlan Orlando has developed a Year 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan
Update, which supersedes the Year 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan adopted in August 2009;

WHEREAS, the Year 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan Update identifies highway,
transit, bicycle and pedestrian facility improvements which are further described in detail in
Technical Memorandums and Technical Reports, each of which is incorporated as part of this plan;

Florida Freight Mobility Study for freight and goods movement planning and the LYNX Transit

Element and an Unfunded Needs Plan Element; and

costs and revenues, by the year 2040 within the Orlando and Kissimmee Urbanized Areas; and

WHEREAS, MetroPlan Orlando is committed to supporting and seeking the advancement of
a comprehensive transportation system that places a high priority on bicycle and pedestrian safety
as well as on transportation projects that are easily accessed by many different modes and
accommodate a diverse group of users; and

WHEREAS, as a Due Diligence Disclosure Statement, the Year 2040 Long Range
Transportation Plan acknowledges certain uncertainties that may affect the plan, including:

1. A new federal transportation bill expected in the year 2014 (or later) may alter
the revenue estimates used in the preparation of the Year 2040 Long Range
Transportation Plan.

2. Federal/State match ratios for transit, assumed to be 50% federal share, 25%
state share and 25% local share for capital improvements to transit in the Year
2040 Long Range Transportation Plan, may change.

3. FDOT revenue estimates used for the preparation of the Year 2040 Long Range
Transportation Plan may change as a result of the new federal transportation
bill and/or state funding policy changes.

4. The development of funding plans and their sources for such toll roads as the
Wekiva Parkway and components of the Osceola County Expressway Authority
2040 Master Plan.

5. The identification of new and/or alternate funding sources that could make
federal and/or state funds currently programmed available for programming to
other transportation projects; and

WHEREAS, it is acknowledged that as the uncertainties are resolved, the Year 2040 Long
Range Transportation Plan will be revised as appropriate; and

Seminole Counties, and the municipalities within, are established at a forecasted
cost, based on year of expenditure, of $9.2 billion. The Cost Feasible Plan
Element has been identified on a project-by-project basis.

The Cost Feasible Plan Element for transit projects is established with a
forecasted cost base of $5.5 billion of local funding and $1.6 billion of federal and
state funding, totaling $7.1 billion in public transit investment from 2019 through
2040 within Orange, Osceola, and Seminole Counties.

The 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan forecasts approximately $106 million in
federal and state funding for Transportation Systems Management and Operation
(TSM&O) related projects based STP-SU funding policy.

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2040 LRTP: OVERVIEW

The 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan is a
guide for the region's transportation system for
the coming decades. The plan identifies current
and future transportation needs in Orange,
Osceola, and Seminole counties.

Projects included in the plan must be cost
feasible, based on currently available or new
funding sources. The long range plan is updated
every five years.

Putting together the Long Range Transportation
Plan, which is a federally-required process, has
three phases:
1) Developing models to project future travel demand;
2) ldentifying transportation needs and funding options;
3) Matching transportation needs with anticipated funding to determine which projects
are cost feasible.

A Conservative Financial Direction

In March 2012, the MetroPlan Orlando Board set a course for the 2040 Long Range
Transportation Plan during the kick-off workshop. Having just experienced an economic
recession, the board chose to take a conservative direction with the financials for the plan. It
became clear early on that the board’s preferred approach would yield a plan in which many
projects identified as transportation needs could not be funded. In fact, many of the projects
identified as needs five years ago and included in the 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan
were no longer possible, due to budget constraints.

Stagnant transportation funding, increases in construction and right-of-way costs, and limited
land for highway expansion continue to widen the gap between the region’s transportation
needs and its available resources.

Since March 2012, technical work on the plan has evolved under the direction of the technical
team and MetroPlan Orlando’s advisory committees. In the past year and a half, public input
also was gathered from the three-county area through nearly 50 community meetings and
events that focused on the 2040 plan.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT

Public involvement is a critical component of
the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan. On
January 9, 2013, the MetroPlan Orlando Board
adopted a Public Involvement Plan to guide
the community outreach process for the 2040
Plan, with the goal of establishing a
comprehensive, inclusive process using
innovative methods to create continuous
opportunities for diverse public involvement.

Community Outreach Results

To date, public involvement efforts for the
2040 Long Range Transportation Plan have
yielded the following results:

e 2,406 people personally reached by
MetroPlan Orlando staff, including 450
young students and nearly 2,000 adults

e An additional 1,500 residents reached
through phone survey and focus groups

Overall, it is clear that the public is frustrated
with the level of traffic congestion they
experience and that they want more
transportation options. The majority of
citizens who filled out surveys (87%) said we

should invest more in transportation.

A public hearing on the proposed year 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan was held
on Wednesday, June 4, 2014 at LYNX Central Station. Beginning at 5 p.m., attendees
enjoyed an open house where they browsed transportation stations and had one-on-
one discussions with experts about various aspects of the plan. The formal
presentation and public comment period began at 6 p.m. A record of spoken and
written public comments is included in this section.

Federal Requirements for Public Involvement

Federal requirements for the public involvement process related to the Long Range
Transportation Plan are identified in 23 CFR 450.316 and 23 CFR 450.322. MetroPlan
Orlando is required to document a participation plan that defines a process for
providing reasonable opportunities to be involved in the planning process to: citizens,
affected public agencies, representatives of public transportation employees, freight
shippers, providers of freight transportation services, private providers of
transportation, representatives of users of public transportation, representatives of
users of pedestrian walkways and bicycle transportation facilities, representatives of
the disabled and other interested parties.

MetroPlan Orlando has gone above and beyond these minimum requirements for
public involvement, as outlined in the law:
e Providing adequate notice of public participation activities;
¢ Providing timely notice and reasonable access to information about
transportation issues and processes;
e Using visualization techniques;
e Making public information available on www.metroplanorlando.com;
¢ Holding public meetings at convenient and accessible locations and times;
e Demonstrating explicit consideration and response to public input received;
e Seeking out and considering the needs of those traditionally underserved by
existing transportation systems, such as low-income and minority households;
e Providing an additional opportunity for public comment, if the final plan differs
significantly from the version made available for public comment;
e Coordinating with the statewide transportation planning public involvement and
consultation processes;
e Periodically reviewing the effectiveness of the procedures and strategies
contained in the participation plan to ensure a full and open participation
process.

Ms. Cynthia Lambert, MetroPlan Orlando, opened the 2040 Long Range Transportation
Plan (LRTP) Public Hearing at 6:00 p.m. and provided a brief introduction of the Draft
2040 LRTP. She also informed attendees on the process for making spoken or written
comments that will be provided to the MetroPlan Orlando Board. Mr. Alex Trauger,
MetroPlan Orlando staff, reviewed the process involved with the development of the
proposed 2040 LRTP and noted that the next step will be a request to the MetroPlan
Orlando Board on June 11, 2014 for adoption of the 2040 Long Range Transportation
Plan. Mr. Trauger also reported on the federal and state requirements for the Long
Range Transportation Plan and noted that the plan must be cost feasible. Both spoken
and written comments were received and are listed below. Comments received via
email during the comment period are also included below for the official record.

SPOKEN COMMENTS RECEIVED AT PUBLIC HEARING

1) Mr. Keith Laytham (Poinciana) thanked MetroPlan Orlando for including
Poinciana residents in the creation of the 2040 plan. He expressed concern that
the creation of a new regional expressway authority may impact the progress of
Osceola County’s projects. He noted that the majority of members slated to be
on the new regional expressway board have many unfunded projects and this
may cause a disadvantage for Osceola County.

2) Ms. Joan Carragher (Best Foot Forward) stated that she is happy to see that
pedestrian safety is incorporated in the proposed 2040 LRTP and thanked
MetroPlan Orlando for being a partner in the Best Foot Forward pedestrian
safety campaign.

3) Mr. Jeff Piggrem (Orlando) commented on the long term viability of SunRail
and need to keep travel times competitive. He noted that -4 improvements
will increase speeds, which may appeal to SunRail riders who may decide to
drive their cars because of faster travel times. He suggested increasing the
speed of trains to keep SunRail travel times competitive.

Mr. John Puhek (Orlando) requested that light rail be considered for connecting
the Orlando tourist area to Downtown Orlando with frequent stops.

Mr. Jorge Boone (Orlando) commented on the traffic congestion at Mills Ave.
and SR 50. He asked that there be increased focus on finding solutions to make
the Mills 50 area more bicyclist and pedestrian friendly.

Mr. Robert Friedman (Orlando) expressed the need for dedicated funding for
local transit. He offered the following cities as models for transit funding:
Houston; Dallas; Phoenix and Salt Lake City.

Ms. Barbara Pomales (Orlando) complimented staff on the use of social media
to invite the public to today’s hearing. She expressed that transit should be
economically effective for students who have limited resources.

Mr. Jeffrey McClain (Orlando) commented on pedestrian safety issues and
concerns with the crosswalk signals that he believes are not effective and
cause pedestrians to rush across major intersections. He noted that Orlando has
several crosswalk signals that do not work and crosswalk markings that are
faded or missing. Mr. McClain also expressed concern about buses running
behind schedule.

Mr. Alex Stringfellow (Winter Park) commented on the importance of
sustainability and diversifying the region’s transportation system.

that would normally enter our water table and; (3) pure aesthetics! Bring more
green to the street - shade would be preferred and natives!!”

Mr. Tommy Pressley (city of residence not provided): “If financially equitable,
allow for shelters, with timed cool or air with cover for metro passengers of
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elderly age or younger with children. [This could] possibly increase use of
metro.”

5) Mr. Stan Maminski (Poinciana): “Changes to the Poinciana area have changed
and will change some of the traffic patterns: continued home building along
Marigold south of Cypress Parkway, the new toll road exit on N. Marigold (2015),
newly announced Valencia College in Poinciana. There is a current bottleneck
on Cypress Pkwy between Marigold and Poinciana Blvd. The widening to six
lanes is out in 2020-30 and needs to be moved in. Traffic today is dead stopped
east in AM and west in PM and cannot wait give, let alone 15 years.”

6) Ms. Patricia O’Beirne (Poinciana): “We live in Poinciana. We are seriously
under-road, under public transportation and under pedestrian friendly - our
area is seriously under-funded. At present we are promised some relief on
Poinciana Parkway. The only project #3 - widening to six lanes in 2020. No
other funding until #21-23 for 2025. Our population is currently approaching
100,000 - congestion [is] rampant now. KOA to Rhodedendron (#70) needs to be
moved from 2030 to 2020 - now! Southport Connector - when?”

7) Mr. Pablo More (Groveland): “Please include into the plan Lake and Sumter
Counties. People live in Lake and Sumter and travel to Orange County to work.
We need public transportation for Lake, in particular south Lake to Orange
County. Thank you. Make intelligent transportation system accessible via
mobile devices, including sensors.”

8) Ms. Shenneth Brown (Orlando): “I’d like to see Central Florida in line with New
York City and London in mass transportation, hooking up all the airports, fun
attractions, business areas, downtown, shopping and all the beaches. I’ve been
spoiled by those old cities. Note: Retiring professionals retiring from the
northeast, many do not drive and are stuck at home. They come to enjoy their
life’s earnings in the Sunshine State. (beach, concerts, arenas, cruises, etc.)
Thank you.”

9) Mr. Bob O’Malley (Maitland): “Please do not six-lane Maitland Blvd. between
Maitland Avenue and I-4. Six-lane roads destroy communities by inducing even
more traffic and decreasing walkability. Six-lanes are not needed to fix a two-
hour-a-day problem. There is plenty of capacity, please tell FDOT to stop.
Thank you.”

The Sierra Club Central Florida Group is disappointed in the lack of vision in the 2040
long range transportation plan for Central Florida for the following reasons:
1. The only multimodal transportation project is SunRail/1-4 expansion which
will be completed by 2020. Even this project is inadequate a[nd] there is no
provision [for] rail transit between the Orange County Convention Center and
downtown Orlando.
2. There is no funding source for mass transit in the plan except for raising
fares apparently by 250% in 2021.
3. There is no plan to increase the number of buses, headways, or bus routes
to serve a growing population.

The 2040 LRP should be changed to include the following:
1. Add a multi-county sales tax to fund mass transit expansion and operating
costs as well and road maintenance.
2. Build an intracity rail line such as light rail or monorail between the Orange
County Convention Center and downtown Orlando and change the SunRail line
north of downtown Orlando to light rail with service every day with longer
times and increased frequency of head times. Consider running such a line
along Kirkman to serve the high density multifamily complexes along that road
as well, Valencia College, and connect workers to their jobs.
3. Build a cross-town intracity rail line along Colonial to spur redevelopment in
this economically depressed zone between Winter Garden and UCF.
4. Extend SunRail commuter rail service to Lake County on the existing rail
line.
5. Connect Orange County Convention Center and SunRail to Orlando
International Airport by rail.

Dear Metroplan Orlando

Your plans for FUTURE transportation improvements are monumental, however much
of the PRESENT transportation infrastructure seems to have been abandoned.

Apparently TRANSPORTATION Agencies in Florida subcontract most of their highway
design, construction and inspection to Private Contractors. This provides LOW
OVERHEAD for the Agency but LITTLE OVERSIGHT of daily road conditions. For
instance:

Fairly new Moss Park Road has unaddressed pavement and drainage structure
settlement.
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Narcoossee Road between 417 and 528 has a fatal case of "Leprosy" - drivers encroach
on the bike lane to miss the roughest portions. Professional, lasting repairs would
require saw-cutting the pavement and replacing it with hot mix .

High winds seem to be the chosen method to trim the palms on Narcoossee Road's
median between Northlake Pkwy and Dowden Road. After each major windstorm,
motorists are left to dodge the palm fronds that have blown into the roadway -
dangerous.

Pavement markings are non-existent on Narcoossee Road in the vicinity of 417 and
numerous other roadways in Orlando.

The 45 mph SPEED LIMIT on Narcoosse Road, from St. Cloud to Orlando, which is a 4 to
6 lane divided high with relatively low density development is unrealistically low. All
it does is breed disrespect for realistic speed limits in other areas.

Ultimately, 6 lanes of Narcoossee Road are funneled down to 2 lanes at Lee Vista
Road and Hoffner. It's a bottleneck. If it were not for Developer driven construction
priorities, Narcoossee Road would be 6 lanes wide at the City with reduced width at
the outskirts , not the other way around.

TRAFFIC CONGESTION in urban areas could be alleviated by the construction of bus
turnouts; repairing non-working traffic signal vehicle detectors, especially in left turn
lanes; and interconnecting sequential signals. Construction contracts could require a
Completion Date earlier than that designated in the past - Contractors can increase
the number of employees to avoid seemingly endless completion dates on projects
like Alafaya, "The Trail to Hell"!

The only type of DIVERSITY that we need in leadership positions on Orange County
Advisory Boards (whether influential or not) is unbiased, trained in the profession and
ethical.

Has anybody noticed that most business establishments do not have a legible street
number sign on their buildings. With the high volumes of traffic and out-of-state
drivers in Central Florida, it would be a courtesy and improve safety to have readable
street numbers on commercial buildings. Fire and Police Departments would also
benefit.

Can't close without mentioning the Expressway Authority.

Traveling north on Route 417, approaching Curry Ford Road, the right lane ends and
traffic has to merge left. There is insufficient advance warning for this merge other
than pavement marking arrows. Only at the point where the right lane ends does one
find an overhead warning sign - not too safe in the daytime - worse at

night! Fortunately the situation is currently being rectified by a construction contract,
although the Contractor is using a flashing arrow board that is too dim to be of value
during the daytime.

Almost done - Construction warning signs on many highway and utility projects are
grossly deficient, sometimes absent, sometimes left up 24/7 - this only results in
complete disrespect from the motorist and increased hazards to construction
personnel.
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The Federal Government produces a "Manual On Uniform Traffic Control Devices" that,
if consulted and adhered to, would improve safety on the highways for motorists,
workmen and pedestrians.

My final general advice is: first, be good stewards of the existing transportation
infrastructure before constructing more of what can not be properly maintained.

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2040 SAFETY ELEMENT

Safety is at the forefront of MetroPlan Orlando’s planning and community outreach processes. When
creating transportation plans, safety impacts on various users are considered, including road users,
bicyclists and pedestrians. We ensure a coordinated process by maintaining strong working
relationships with the Community Traffic Safety Teams (CTST) in each of the three counties as well as
the CTST Statewide Coalition.

MetroPlan Orlando established safety as an emphasis area in 2005, and since then many safety tasks
have been coordinated by the Management and Operations (M&O) Subcommittee. These efforts are
also described in the Congestion Management Process section of the currently adopted 2030 plan.

A Regional Crash Database was launched in 2010 and is a Web-based system that allows MetroPlan
Orlando partners to access crash reports. This data makes it possible to target low-cost engineering
solutions to crash trouble spots when appropriate and to suggest larger projects that could have
significant safety implications on high-crash corridors. The data also serves as a starting point for our
public awareness and involvement efforts in areas where there are crash concerns.

The 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan will recommend enhanced strategies and effective
countermeasures that reflect the emerging traffic safety concerns in the three-county area. This
effort also considers the main target areas of the Florida Strategic Highway Safety Plan as required
under MAP-21 federal law: aggressive driving; intersection crashes; vulnerable road users; and lane
departure crashes. The 2040 plan also will reflect any changes in emphasis to the Strategic Highway
Safety Plan such as the continuing priority areas (i.e., occupant protection, impaired driving, traffic
data and decision support systems, impaired and distracted driving, aging road users, younger drivers
and work zone safety). Ultimately, the plan will document a comprehensive approach for integrating
safety into the Congestion Management Process.

In addition to the traditional transportation planning process, MetroPlan Orlando advocates for bicycle
and pedestrian safety through education. Public involvement activities for the 2040 LRTP showed that
bike and pedestrian concerns are paramount for residents. Public

involvement efforts are coordinated with partner agencies that focus on ®

bike and pedestrian safety. MetroPlan Orlando also provides and plans to
continue the provision of financial and in-kind support to these safety
education programs:

e Best Foot Forward: Pedestrian safety initiative using education, Best Foot Forward

engineering and enforcement with the goal of cutting pedestrian for pedestrian safety
injuries and deaths in half in five years. V

e Cycling Savvy: A traffic cycling course that
empowers cyclists to act as confident road
users. The course provides strategies for
safe, stress-free cycling and gives
participants the tools to read and problem-
solve any traffic situation.
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2040 BICYCLE AND PEDESTRIAN ELEMENT

Bicycle and pedestrian transportation are important pieces of a multimodal system. Facilities such
as bike lanes and sidewalks designate space for these travel modes and expand options. These
active transportation modes also promote improved air quality, public health, and overall mobility.

Prioritization of Bicycle and Pedestrian Projects

MetroPlan Orlando’s Bicycle & Pedestrian Advisory Committee (BPAC) reviews and prioritizes
bicycle and pedestrian projects using the process in the below graphic. The committee is made up
of citizens and representatives from local governments. Each year, the BPAC determines whether it
will accept new project applications during the creation of the Prioritized Project List. When
funding becomes available, this ranked list is used to determine funding order. Projects are divided
up into three categories: 1) Pedestrian and Bicyclist Mobility, 2) Regionally Significant Trails, and 3)
Safe Routes to School.

Pedestrian and Bicyclist Mobility and Safe Routes to School projects are ranked based on the
following criteria: expected facility usage, direct connection to transit, inclusion in local
government bicycle and pedestrian plans, linkage with other bikeway facilities, connectivity to road
network, bicycle and pedestrian level of service, and readiness of project for construction.

Regionally Significant Trails are ranked based on regional importance, economic development
potential, intermodal connectivity, readiness of project for construction, trail surface, and MPO
funding share.

Individual bicycle and pedestrian projects are not specifically named in the long range plan to allow
for maximum flexibility in the funding and prioritizing of these projects. Instead, they are included
in the Prioritized Project List (to view the latest list, go to www.MetroPlanOrlando.com).

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Coast-to-Coast Connector

MetroPlan Orlando is working with FDOT and partners in surrounding counties to complete the
Coast-to-Coast Connector, a 275-mile trail linking Florida’s Gulf and Atlantic coasts. A map of the
project, including gaps, is found below. There are two trail gaps in MetroPlan Orlando’s three-
county area: 1) Orange Gap, consisting of one segment from Hiawassee Rd. to Pine Hills and
another segment from Clarcona Ocoee Rd. to the Seminole County line; 2) Seminole/Volusia Gap,
consisting of small gaps in Seminole County’s Rinehart Trail and two segments in Volusia County.

These gaps are at the top of the priority list for special funding that could become available, either

through state sources or appropriations from the Florida Legislature.

Active Transportation in the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan
The 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan documents MetroPlan Orlando’s comprehensive bicycle
and pedestrian project prioritization process, with the following goals:
e Provide connectivity and close gaps in the bike lane and sidewalk network.
e Serve areas that have a higher potential for bicycle and pedestrian use and demand, based
on a review of socioeconomic data.
¢ Identify opportunities to expand the bicycle/pedestrian network and provide connectivity to
transit, making the region more user-friendly for multimodal commuter trips.

To enhance the current prioritization process and connectivity efforts, the Bicycle and Pedestrian
element of the 2040 plan identifies gaps in the bicycle and pedestrian network throughout the
three-county area. This was done through data collection, systems analysis, and cost estimates.
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After the areas were ranked based on existing conditions, socioeconomic data and connectivity to
transit, projects that were already programmed were removed to clearly show needs. The BPAC can
then use these recommendations to develop future project priorities. The resulting top 10 projects

in each county are listed below.

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2040 CONGESTION MANAGEMENT PROCESS

Another important component of the 2040 Long Range
Transportation Plan involves management and operations -
making the most out of our existing transportation system.
Federal law requires metropolitan areas to have a
Congestion Management Process to maximize efficiency of
the transportation system. The process reduces traffic
congestion, improves travel time, decreases vehicle
emissions, and increases safety.

Management and operations tools include such things as

traffic light synchronization, variable speed limit signs,

and Intelligent Transportation Systems (road signs that

give travel times and notify drivers of accidents or

congestion). Security also plays a role in the planning

process. Real-time traffic management gives travelers accurate and timely information and aids
emergency responders. Additionally, MetroPlan Orlando is continually building relationships with local
law enforcement and emergency management agencies.

The Congestion Management Process includes these steps:

1. Select performance measures:
Performance measures include daily congestion level, peak-hour travel speed,
bicycle/pedestrian user satisfaction, transit ridership, high-crash locations, crash rate, and
incident severity.

2. Collect data:
Information is collected in various ways, including MetroPlan Orlando’s Tracking the Trends
report, travel time and delay studies, and the web-based crash database. Upcoming data
collection activities include integrated corridor management, origin and destination analysis,
and safety studies.

3. Evaluate alternatives:
Several congestion management measures are considered, including transportation demand
management, traffic operational improvements, bicycle/pedestrian connections, transit, and
technology.

4. Select projects:
Projects are ranked and prioritized by MetroPlan Orlando’s Management and Operations
Subcommittee after cost, funding sources, and benefits are considered. Improvements must be
coordinated, and care is taken to ensure a project does not just move a traffic bottleneck to
another location.

5. Monitor improvements:
The Congestion Management Process is flexible and allows strategies to be re-evaluated after
data and performance measures are reviewed. Thus, the process evolves over time to meet the
needs of the transportation system.
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2040 TRANSIT ELEMENT

The 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan emphasizes a highly-connected transit system that offers
various public transportation options.

The 2040 Transit Element updated and refreshed the LYNX 2030 Vision Plan's technical analysis of 22
high-emphasis corridors. Based on the 2040 land use assumptions relating to population and
employment, the corridors were quantitatively reviewed to see how well each would support transit.
This data-driven approach allows for an examination based on forecasted land uses, while exhibiting a
progression as our region's population and employment grow. Consistent with the original study, cost
estimates are developed based on each corridor's associated transit operations.

In addition to the technical analysis, the 2040 Transit Element provides a compilation of past and
ongoing transit studies including corridor, feasibility, and alternative analysis studies. This collection
of transit projects and corridors are illustrated in the 2040 Transit Blueprint map. These projects are
not cost-restricted. They illustrate transit vision, needs, and desires.

The regional transit priorities below are based on historic rankings, work conducted or underway, and
recent developments. The region's next priority after SunRail Phase 3 is the OIA Refresh corridor. It is
important to note that these transit priorities are set regionally, but they are funded with locally
generated money. It should be understood that the results of the studies underway and the availability
of funding could impact the order in which these projects are implemented.

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HIGHWAY ELEMENT

While the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan has a strong emphasis on providing travel choices, the
highway system is the backbone of Central Florida’s transportation system. The highway element of
the plan accounts for existing roads that will be widened and new ones that will be built. Maintaining
the highway system through resurfacing and technology upgrades is also important, though highway
maintenance is not accounted for in the long range plan.

The process below was used to create the highway element of the 2040 plan:

Population projections and land uses were used
to determine future demand on the
transportation system.

Computer models were then used to identify
highway deficiencies and needs.

MetroPlan Orlando then coordinated with local
governments to develop project lists to meet
those needs.

Federal law requires that the Long Range
Transportation Plan be cost feasible, meaning the
region must be able to pay for the projects in the
plan. With that in mind, available financial
resources were then identified.

The last step in the process is to match highway
projects to available revenue, thus creating the
cost feasible plan.

The tables on the following pages outline major projects by county, along with associated costs.
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FINANCIAL RESOURCES

Federal law requires the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan to be cost feasible, meaning that we
must be able to pay for the projects in the plan with current or reasonably available funding sources.

As mentioned in the overview, the MetroPlan Orlando Board directed that a more conservative
approach be taken than in past years with funding sources used to create the long range plan.
Forecasts show that we will have nearly $15.1 billion for transportation projects through the year
2040.

The majority of non-toll transportation funds come from federal, state and local fuel taxes. The gas
tax is a flat rate, so whether gas is $1 per gallon or $5, the amount a driver pays remains the same per
gallon. Better fuel efficiency and alternative fuel vehicles have resulted in declining gas tax revenues,
a trend that will continue to erode transportation revenues under existing collection methods. An
additional complication to the funding situation is that certain types of funds can only be applied to
certain types of projects. For example, money for transit improvements can’t be used to repair
highways and vice versa.

Financial Projections

In forecasting future transportation funding for the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan, MetroPlan
Orlando coordinated with federal, state, and local partners to identify available financial resources.
The Florida Department of Transportation provided funding projections for state and federal funds.
For local funding assumptions, each county in the MetroPlan Orlando area and the City of Orlando
provided projections for future funding levels from their current funding sources. The only new
funding sources assumed in the plan are a Charter County Transportation Surtax and a dedicated Ad
Valorem Tax in Osceola County, and an Infrastructure Sales Tax in Seminole County.
